The 20 story tower blends neighborhood design character and
contemporary architectural expression in a prominent downtown
Seattle city block. The project concept is the result of a transfer-
development rights between the YWCA and Tarragon Development
that allows dense office/residential high rise development associated
with low-income housing/human services development on the
same block. The project will include 361,000 sq. foot of office,
residential and ground floor retail spaces and associated below-
grade parking.  Multiple public spaces include a themed lobby,
corner plaza and raised terraces located on office and residential
floors.
